The Incredible Years ADVANCE Parenting Programme is a follow-on to the BASIC Parenting Programme for parents of children who have clinical levels of conduct problems, are experiencing relationship difficulties with other adults and/or are in multiply stressed circumstances.

The ADVANCE programme covers communication and interpersonal skills including problem solving with adults and children, anger management and how to give and get support.

This one-day course will introduce participants to the content of the eight session ADVANCE Parenting Programme. The course is for people who have completed the BASIC group leader training and have experience of co-leading at least one BASIC Parenting Course.  
Bridget Roberts is a Child Psychologist in the CAMHS service with Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board. Bridget trained as an Educational Psychologist and, in recent years, has had extensive experience of delivering the Parenting programme in a Sure Start setting to both parents and staff and with parents of CAMHS referred children with a variety of difficulties and diagnoses.  She co-led two of the Sure Start research groups and is a Mentor for the Parent programme. She has run the BASIC, Advance, Toddler and School Age Parent programmes as well as the Teacher Classroom Management programme.
