Abstract

Service based evaluation: Dr. Tracey Bywater and Dr. David Daley, School of Psychology, University of Wales, Bangor.

This is an ideal workshop for people who would like to know more about how to set up and run evaluations of their own intervention work. The workshop will begin with an overview of why it is important to collect evaluation/outcome measures, suggest ways of measuring change and advise on how to collect measures. The following questions will be addressed:

i) Which measures are the best to use, e.g. to measure parent competencies, reductions in negative child behaviour or reductions in parental stress/depression? 

ii) Where can you get the measures from? 

iii) How do you score them? 

iv) What do you do with the scores afterwards?

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Dr. Tracey Bywater came to Bangor in 1995 to study for a B.Sc. in Psychology. After graduating in 1999 she became a research assistant working with infants in the field of language acquisition. This prompted her to undertake a Ph.D. at Bangor investigating the link between infant speech perception and phonological short-term memory. Tracey has taught at the University of Wales, Bangor, in both the psychology and criminology departments. She retained her interest in children at risk of criminality and was appointed as research officer on the project evaluating the Incredible Years BASIC Parenting Programme in 2004. Since that time she has managed the project, including the successful negotiation of an extension grant from the Health Foundation and successful publication of the short-term findings. She is currently writing up further findings for publication and has just received her first grant as lead applicant piloting the IY Parent Programme with foster carers in Wales.

Dr. David Daley is Lecturer in Psychology and Senior Research Tutor, North Wales Clinical Psychology Programme, University of Wales Bangor. A graduate of the National University of Ireland, University College Cork and the University of Southampton Dr. Daley is an expert on ADHD in young children and in the evaluation of parent training interventions for ADHD. He has collaborated on the UK's leading evaluation trials of parent training for children with ADHD, is the creator of the Pre-school five minute speech sample, and was a recipient of the Journal of Intellectual and Developmental Disability Journal Prize for 2004.  Dr. Daley's research has focused on all aspects of psychopathology, from theoretical debate about the pathways to disorder in ADHD, to examination of underlying neuropsychosocial impairment, examination of the impact of environmental influences such as parenting and early psychological interventions.
