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Gwynedd Education Authority is introducing the Incredible Years Teacher Classroom Management (TCM) Programme into all of its primary schools over the next three years.  Eleven schools (sixteen teachers in twelve classes) are participating in this study to evaluate the programme.  
Reception class teachers were observed prior to TCM training, using the Teacher-Pupil Observation Tool (T-POT).  Eight teachers were randomly allocated to receive TCM training in 2006; the other teachers are currently undergoing training.  

Nine children are individually observed in each classroom, along with general classroom behaviour. Three score high on the Total Difficulties scale of the Strengths and Difficulties Questionnaire (the SDQ); three score low and three score in the middle.  Additional teacher measures are administered, along with the parent version of the SDQ. 
Preliminary analyses indicate significant differences in both teacher and child behaviour pre- and post-training in classrooms where the teacher has completed the TCM training. (LINK to presentation 7) (LINK to bio & pic Pam)
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Pam Martin read Psychology and Health Psychology at Bangor.  After graduating in 1999 she was employed as a Research Assistant, for the Professor of Developmental Psychology, researching how babies learn to talk and the role of bilingualism.  She joined the Incredible Years team as a trainee DPICS coder in the spring of 2004, and enrolled for an M.Sc. in October 2004 which she completed last Autumn. For her M.Sc. she developed a classroom observation measure (the Teacher-Pupil Observation Tool: TeaPOT).  She is currently studying for a Ph.D., which is jointly funded by the ESRC and Gwynedd Council Education Department, in which she will evaluate the Incredible Years Teacher Classroom Management Programme in Gwynedd Primary Schools.
