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The need for evidence-based interventions in child mental health, particularly in the area of conduct disorder is well documented. When an intervention has been replicated and has shown to be effective in a variety of settings and by people other than the programme developer it is considered to have a reliable evidence base. To date, little emphasis has been given to implementing interventions with fidelity. Implementation fidelity describes the degree to which the replication adheres to the original intervention protocol. (LINK to presentation 8) (LINK to bio & pic Catrin)
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
