People managing projects are increasingly being asked to “do an evaluation” of that project.  Many people are not sure 
what evaluation tools to use or how to analyse quantitative data.  This introductory one-day workshop will help give 
delegates more confidence in these areas.  

Learning outcomes


The course will cover:
· The reasons why it is prudent to evaluate Parenting and School programmes

· Which instruments are best, for which group, and where to get them from

· Ethics - what one needs to think about in relation to those taking part in the evaluation
· Developing a demographic questionnaire 

· How to administer and score frequently used questionnaires (such as the Eyberg Child Behaviour Inventory) 

· How to input scores into Excel and carry out some simple statistical procedures 

· How to interpret the findings

· How to produce a chart and write up the statistical findings
